	IV. PROCEDURES
	

	A. Review previous lesson or presenting the new lesson
	What are the ideas/images in the media that are explicitly used to influence the viewers



	How do we identify informational text types
	Ask: How will you give information on a certain topic?
	Identify which of the words is a connotation and which is a denotation
	Ask: What is the use of a card catalog?
         What are the kinds of a card catalog?

	B. Establishing a purpose for the lesson
	Ask: What is text structure?
         How can information help us to understand what we are reading?





	Group the pupils into four groups. Give each group a three set of words. Ask them to write the synonym and antonym of the words in a manila paper.
	Shows different pictures in the class (eg.house)
Group the class into two. Let the first class identify the meaning of the word while the other group must give their own meaning about the pictures.
	Ask: if you want to borrow books, where would you go? What do you use to borrow books from the library?
	Group the pupils into four groups and in a manila paper, have them listed as many verbs they can think of. The teacher the winner a prize.

	C. Presenting examples/instances of the new lesson
	Explain to the students that they are going to examine how informational text is organized and used to present different structures and show students examples of each.
	Read the following words orally.
1. Strange
2. Alternate
3. Articulate
4. Magnetic
5. Entrepreneur


	Today, we are going to discuss about the connotation and denotation of the words in Science. Based on the game that we have, we simply identify the difference of the two.

	Show pupils a picture of a card catalog. Explain what it is and how it is used.
	Say, “Today we are going to learn about subject-verb agreement. Write sentences following the rules on subject-verb agreement.”
“We will also study about cause and effect. You must be able identify which part of the sentence is the cause and effect. 


	D. Discussing new concepts and practicing new skills #1

	Ask students to work with a partner to create a definition of an assigned text structure. They will be given a variety of books and share their definition with the class

	Ask: How do you think we could define the following words? What could we use to define the words?
	Teacher will divide the group into four. Give manila paper and pictures. Let them post the pictures on it and make a column for connotation and denotation.
	Show samples of cards in the card catalog such as subject and author card and title card.
Ask: Where do we see the card catalog?
What information is indicated in the card catalog?

	Show them a chart of examples of subject-verb agreement.
Have pupils read and practice Activity on “Try and Learn.”

	E. Discussing new concepts and practicing new skills #2
	Let partners share their definitions with the class and show an assigned text structure. They will be given a variety of books and share their definition with the class.

	The teacher will then discuss what is the difference between denotation and connotation
	Denotation- the dictionary meaning of a word or the literal meaning of a word.
Connotation- the emotional or cultural meaning attached to a word
	Ask: Should we pull the cards out of the category?
	

	F. Developing mastery

	-The class will play “Advance Game”. Each group will be given small banners with signal words written on it. The leader will hold and raise it once the teacher asked for the answer.

	Say: Going back to the selection, you will now look for the key sentence, supporting details and main idea in each paragraph (carousel)
	Write the following sentence in the inverted order.
	The class will be divided into two groups.
Say: I have here an outline. Group 1 will make a paragraph based on the first part of the outline while Group 2 will works in the second part of the outline. Your outputs will be combined to form a two-paragraph composition.

	The class will be divided into four. Each group should give new name of the product to endorse. A representative from each group must explain the ideas used to influence the viewers.

	G. Finding practical applications of concepts and skills in daily living
	-Ask pupils the steps in washing clothes


	Each group will roam around the room and see the posted Manila papers with selections. Each selection will ask for either the key sentence.
	Compose coherent sentences is inverted order using the given verbs that agree with the subjects in each item which comes first in the inverted order of the sentence.
	
	The teacher will present advertisement, and then the pupils will determine the ideas used to influence the viewers.

	H. Making generalizations and abstractions about the lesson
	What are signal words?
What words are used to signal the sequence or step-by-step direction?

	How will you identify the key sentence, main idea and supporting details in a paragraph/selection?
