MECHANICS FOR THE 2017 BRIGADA ESKWELA JINGLE

Theme:   “Isang DepED, Isang Pamayanan, Isang Bayanihan Para sa

1. COMPOSITION

· The jingle must be in Filipino language.
· It must be relevant to the theme.
· The time duration for the jingle must not be more than three (3) minutes.

· It must be an original composition made by the learners and may be through the guidance of a music teacher/coach.

· Any musical instrument can be used as accompaniment.

2. PARTICIPANTS

· The contest is open to all pupils/students of public elementary and secondary schools.

· Composer can be either an individual or a group of learners. 
· For the regional level, 1 entry per division may qualify 
· Only 1 entry per region will qualify for the National level competition.

3. ENTRY FORMAT AND REQUIREMENTS

· Jingle entries shall be submitted in an MP3 format with the title of the Jingle entry as the file name. 

· Entries must be sent in a USB flash disk or DVD/Optical Disc with the following requirements:
· Accomplished Entry Form 
· Narrative report on the concept of the jingle.
· Profile of composers and the music teacher/coach. (Note: this might be found in the Entry Form)
4. ANNOUNCEMENT OF WINNERS

· The decision of the judges will be final and irrevocable.

· Winners will be announced through a DepEd Issuance after March 31, 2017

· The Regional Office of the winning entry shall be notified via email through the Regional ASP Coordinator.
